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Looking Ahead

Several weeks ago | was preparing for a Stewardship Committee meeting, and |

reviewed the results from our parish survey. One statement jumped out at me that |
had not noticed before. The question
About 20% said yes, about 20% said no, but 60% said they were not sure. More than
half of the parish is unclear about the vision of the parish. In my mind, a number like
that indicates not so much a shortcoming on the part of parishioners, but rather a lack
of clarity in stating what is the vision of the parish. Discussing this with several
committees, it became evident that we need to work on articulating what the vision for
Holy Cross is. And once that vision is articulated, to come up with a specific plan on
how it will be implemented and brought to life.

And so, a process has begun to seek input from parishioners in trying to be specific
i n understanding the direction of the
hall 06 style meetings over the coming m
parishioners. This weekend is the first of these meetings where we are looking for
input from those who were founding parishioners. Being reminded of the first vision
of the parish helps to understand where we are today and how we move forward.
There is great value in this kind of process. | think many people have a few ideas and
a sense of what they want Holy Cross to be. But, until those ideas are structured and
prioritized in some kind of way, it is difficult for them to become a reality. | am looking
forward to these discussions.

Next weekend, | will be speaking about the gift of treasure. Please take note of the
yearrend financi al report in this weekos
to the many parishioners who regularly support our mission. If it were not for the
generosity of so many we would be in a much more difficult position. There will
always remain an issue that seems universal in the life of the church. The vast
majority of income for a parish comes from a relatively small group. For most
parishes it is about 85% of the income comes from 15% of parishioners. We ask
everyone to prayerfully and honestly consider their gift to church. Thank you for all
you do.

Please keep our Youth Group in your prayers this weekend; they are experiencing
their Fall Retreat. We have 39 young people participating, which is an all-time high
number.
