In general, folks seem happy and everyone agrees there does
not seem to be any urgent issues needing immediate attention. We are continuing
with the process, but it is a slow and steady one. We are hopeful that our
deliberations will continue to enhance the life of the parish. Indeed, there will be
more to come on this.
