  Todayôs Sunday celebration is one of my favorite all year.  It is called the Solemnity of 
the Most Holy Body and Blood of Jesus, traditionally called Corpus Christi.  I always find 
it a source of great inspiration to reflect upon the gift of the Eucharist.  It is probably the 
greatest privilege as a priest to be able to lead the faithful in this sacrament.  May we 
never take for granted that gift of Jesus that we share in, that brings us life. 
 
  Thank you to all who were part of last weekendôs performance of Camelot.  I think 
everyone who was there had a great evening; we had almost 200 people.  The members 
of the cast were fine performers who did a superb job.  After expenses, the parish made 
a profit of approximately $3,200.  Thank you to our Fundraising Committee for organizing 
this event.  There are many details that go into an undertaking like this.  And, thank you 
to our Knights of Columbus for your assistance with refreshments as well as helping to 
load and unload the truck. 
 
  If you recall, last summer we had evenings of prayer ñon the lawn.ò  On three different 
nights we gathered on the lawn of the Parish House for evening prayer with a guest 
speaker.  This summer we want to try something a little different.  We will gather for a 
brief prayer and then enjoy a movie under the stars.  More information will be 
forthcoming, but if you are the kind of person whose social calendar fills up early, you 
might want to mark the first three Wednesdays of July as ñmovie night.ò   
 
  Breaking News:   As I was finishing my column, I received some information about a 
ñmini-pilgrimageò for the parish.  On Saturday, September 24, the Diocese is hosting a 
Day of Prayer for the Year of Mercy at the National Shrine in Washington D.C.  The 
details are still preliminary, but here is what I can tell you.  The trip would depart the day 
before, on Friday, September 23.  The first day would include sightseeing in Washington 
DC.  Amongst other things, I am trying to schedule a nighttime tour of some of the 
monuments.  The second day would be participation in the Diocesan Day of Prayer.  The 
day consists of a keynote speaker, the rosary, Eucharist, and opportunities for 
Reconciliation, private prayer, and tours of the shrine.  We would return late Saturday 
night.  The cost of the trip should come in under $300 per person, which includes hotel, 
sightseeing, and 2 meals.  I donôt have much time to hold the hotel, so I need to figure 
out quickly if there is enough interest to run this trip.  If you think you may be interested, 
please call the Parish Office this week.   
 
  The parish trip to Alaska begins Thursday, June 2.  We will return on June 13.  Away 
we go . . . ! 
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THE HOLY EUCHARIST 
 

On this Feast of Corpus Christi or the Solemnity of the Body and Blood of Jesus, 
we are reminded of ways to show respect and reverence for the Eucharist. 
 
General Reminders:  

¶ There remains the tradition of a ñfastò before receiving Holy Communion.  
Those who are to receive are asked to refrain from eating or drinking for 
one hour prior to receiving the Eucharist.  Unless for medical reasons, 
please refrain from drinking water during Mass. 

¶ Turn off cell phones or other electronic devices that may make noise.    

¶ Refrain from having extended conversations with those seated around 
you before Mass begins. 

 
Receiving Holy Communion:  

¶ When the person in front of you is receiving, offer a simple bow.  Your 
bow should be complete before you are standing in front of the priest, 
deacon, or minister. 

¶ The priest, deacon or minister will say, ñThe Body of Christ.ò  The 
appropriate response is ñAmen.ò 

¶ You may receive the host directly on your tongue.   

¶ You may receive the host in your hands.  Place one hand on top of the 
other with your palms facing upward.  Once the host is placed in your 
upper hand take it with your lower hand and consume it immediately.  Do 
not walk away carrying the consecrated host.  Please do not take the host 
from the minister. 

¶ There is no second bow after you have received Communion. 

¶ If you also wish to receive the Precious Blood you would then approach 
the minister holding a chalice.  Again, a simple bow is offered. 

¶ The minister will say, ñThe Blood of Christ.ò  The response is ñAmen.ò 

¶ The minister will hand you the chalice to hold yourself.  You take a small 
sip of the consecrated wine and hand the chalice back to the minister. 

¶ The practice of ñintinctionò is not permitted.  That is where the host is 
dipped into the chalice.   
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Welcome to Holy Cross Religious Education  
 
The Religious Education Office is planning ahead to the 2016-2017 Formation Year.  
We need your help so that we can adequately plan to meet the needs of our parish. If 
you have a child entering First Grade in September you need to register.   If you 
have recently moved to our parish you need to register in the parish.  Our program is 
ñhome based.ò  Classes do not take place at the Church; rather they are held in the 
homes of our Catechists.  Because of this, there are geographical limits on who we 
are able to accommodate.  Please contact our office for more specific information. 

 
¶ First time registration needs to be done in person at our office. 
¶ Registration needs to be completed by June 10, 2016. 
¶ Office Hours: Monday ï Friday 9:00-12:00 & 1:00-4:00 
¶ If your child was not baptized at Holy Cross you need to bring a copy of your 
childôs Baptism Certificate. 

¶ For those who are already part of our program, you need to register as well 
for the upcoming year.  Materials have been sent to your home, and they 
may be returned by mail.  Please note the deadline of June 10, 2016. 

 
A detailed outline of our program is available on-line or at our office.  But, there are a 
few important details to be noted. 

 
¶ Children must successfully complete each grade level to proceed to the next. 
¶ The Sacraments of Reconciliation, Eucharist, and Confirmation require a 

minimum of two years of preparation. 

 
Most importantly, we need to work together.  Faithful attendance at classes and 

parent workshops is essential.  As comprehensive and 
informative as our program is, this is only one part of your 
childôs faith formation.  The greatest thing you can do to 
nurture your faith and the faith of your child is to regularly be 
part of our Sunday Eucharist.   

 
The Catechism of the Church states that parents have the 
first responsibility for the education of their children.  We are 
privileged to work with you in this task.  We thank you for 
your cooperation in allowing us to be part of your lives.  We 
look forward to a fruitful year where everyone, young and 
old, continues to grow in understanding the gift of our faith.
