   It was a very rich and amazing experience for those of us who journeyed to our 49

th
 

state.  I have yet to unpack my suitcase as I write this article, but I wanted to share a few 
of our experiences with you. 
 
  For many on the trip, the highlight was our visit to Glacier Bay.  The ship ventured far 
into this National Park to one of the most active glaciers in the world.  This one-mile wide 
wall of ice moves at a rate of 7 feet per day.  Large sections will ñcalveò or crash into the 
sea.  During our time there several small pieces broke off.  But, we also heard an 
amazing cracking sound that resembled thunder as parts of the interior glacier moved 
forward.  It was a unique moment to experience part of the wonder of nature that rarely 
comes along.  I stood on the deck of the ship for many hours (right through lunch) not 
wanting to miss any of this experience. 
 
  In addition to the many obvious beautiful places we visited, I conquered two personal 
fears.  I only traveled on a small plane once before and had a terrible experience.   While 
we were in Ketchikan I decided to venture out in a float plane.  It was a little six-seater 
that took us up to the Misty Fjords.  I was relieved that once we were underway, there 
was nothing to be fearful about.  I thought I would feel claustrophobic; I did not.  I thought 
it would be like an out of control roller coaster, but it wasnôt.  It was both exciting and 
peaceful.  Another fear I have is heights.  When we were in Vancouver we visited the 
Capilano Suspension Bridge.  There is a cable foot bridge that is suspended over a 
gorge that is several hundred feet deep.  The line for the bridge was excessively long.  
But, we did have an opportunity to take the ñcliff walk.ò  This is a series of catwalks and 
viewing platforms that extend over the gorge.  There was no swinging or bouncing, as 
would have been the case on the suspension bridge, but it was still an adventurous stroll 
for someone who is not crazy about heights.  I breathed deeply and looked for some 
inner courage, and actually had a pleasant, fear-free walk.  I also had the thrill of taking a 
15 mile downhill bike ride from the summit of White Pass Mountain in Skagway. 
 
   On our last day we spent a few hours in Seattle.  We went to the top of the 600 foot 
Space Needle.  Also, we enjoyed the creations of Dale Chihuly who is an artist who 
works in glass.  Many of his hand blown pieces are simply amazing.  It was an 
unexpected surprise.   
 
   Many in the group visited the Shrine of St. Therese in Juneau.  It was a peaceful corner 
of the state that offered beautiful gardens and walkways.  It was a very prayerful 
moment, we even broke into song.   
 
  We were so blessed to have such a beautiful experience.  AMEN.
