Although summer officially arrived a few weeks ago, somehow in my mind summer
is not officially here until the fireflies make their appearance. And, happily the
evening hours are sprinkled with their little flashes of light. Summer is here, enjoy.

Last week all the priests of the diocese received a letter from Bishop Murphy
explaining a new diocesan policy regarding annulments. The change in policy is that
annulments will now be offered free of charge, with the exception of a $100
application fee. The annulment process is a bit complicated and it involves many
steps, and there are many administrative costs that are part of a process. The fee
used to be $1,100; that fee is now waived. | admit the annulment process is an
involved process. However, my experience throughout my years in ministry is that
those who persevered and did all the necessary work, found it to be a very positive
experience. It helps to put closure on the previous marriage. Individuals have often
described it as deepening their connection to the church and strengthening their
relationship with God. | see this as one very positive step in welcoming people back
to the church. It is a wonderful gesture in the spirit of the Holy Father to help reach
out to some who may feel alienated by the church. Although all of the paperwork
and procedures for an annulment are still done on a diocesan level, | am happy to
discuss with anyone questions they may have. Sometimes folks need a bit of
encouragement or spiritual guidance during the process. | am happy to offer that to
anyone who may be interested.

The one public event that is taking place is Mass at Madison Square Garden. We
have been notified that the Archdiocese of New York is responsible for ticket
distribution for that Mass. As of now, no announcements have been made in how
tickets will be distributed. While Madison Square Garden is big, it will only be able to
handle a handful of those who would love to be present for that Mass. | suspect the
availability of tickets will be scarce.
